In order to maintain students’ mathematical progress and to ensure a solid start to next school year, the staff from Library Street School and Dr. H.O. Smith School has created summer math packets at each grade level. These are the nonnegotiable skills that are at the root of the Hudson School District’s math curriculum. A solid grasp of these foundational skills is necessary as we move into more complex concepts, and is why it is so important to continue to review and practice these skills/concepts over the summer.


All Math packets are due on August 30th, the 1st day of school, and will be the first graded Math assignment for all students. Please have your child use a pencil as well as show all necessary work. Calculators should not be used.


Mastery of place value concepts, basic addition, subtraction, multiplication (up to the 12’s for 4th and 5th graders – practice, practice, practice!), and division (dividends up to 144, also for 4th and 5th graders) is essential for success in mathematics. There are many great free websites that offer flashcards and games for extra practice of facts and maintenance of concepts. Here are a few that we have used in our classrooms; www.aaamath.com, www.aplusmath.com, www.math.xom, and www.mathplayground.com. Games to Play
 (Deck of Cards needed)

1. Go Make a Ten – Remove face cards except the Aces. Remember Ace = 1. Plays just like Go Fish, except players are trying to make a “ten”.  If you have a 2 you would ask the other player for an 8 etc. 
2. Addition War – Just like War, take our face cards except for Aces.  Players each flip a card at the same time except that the player that wins the “battle” is the player who can correctly find the sum of both cards. 
3. Subtraction War – Just like Addition War except players need to remember to subtract the smaller number from the larger number.
